Shame on them, enablers looking for a free beer, or two, or more. Until then, free beer is still the best beer. (5)
d) “None of the above applies” is the correct answer, provided that you chose “d” based on the circumstances described.  You knew enough to pick up from that reasonable distance; plenty of opportunities to drain the putt for snowman next time out. (3)
